USE THE FOLLOWING QUESTIONS TO HELP YOU AND YOUR
FAMILY/SMALL GROUP TAKE HOME TODAY'S MESSAGE

1) What are the ways in which you've heard and seen
taught that being godly (or doing godly things) will
result in health and wealth?

2) Contentment is powerful and reflects a deep peace
within our souls. What/who do you seek to find that
peace deep within? When have you sought to “buy”
that feeling through material things?

3) Have you ever “desired to be rich?” What
temptations, snares, and senseless & harmful desires
did you fall into? If you think you did not fall into
these, are you saying that there is a way to desire to
be rich and still be OK?

4) How is the love of money a craving? Why does it
lead us away from the faith?

5) Read 1 Timothy 6:17-19. Would a false teacher
speak this way to rich people? Why or why not? How
do these instructions help us escape from the love of
money?

6) How do you reconcile what we've studied this week
and the passages of Scripture such as 1 Timothy 5:17-
18 that tell us it is OK and right to pay our elders?

7) In your ministry to others, is there any whiff of
“fox” that people might be picking up on? Ask the
Spirit to show you any way that you might bring more

honor to Jesus in how you do your ministry.
